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Web-Based Presentation Format:

Chosen presenters will be contacted by February 8.The process of turning your presentation into a stand-alone version
that will be used for this webinar will then begin. Presenters will provide a PowerPoint presentation and an audio
recording of their presentation to the CoE. The presenter is also responsible for providing at least three discussion
questions and a short post-session assessment.

We'll be asking presenters for the following:

+ A voice recording of your presentation to accompany the PowerPoint.
¢ Two or three discussion questions for the discussion board.

+ A short multiple choice or true/false post-presentation assessment made up of five to ten questions. This will
be used as a way for participants to review all of the main points of the presentation and as a way to check their
attendance for awarding clock hours or continuing education credits.
